Questions to ask when deciding
on a treatment

Do | need to see any other doctors?
What treatment do you think is best for me?

What'’s the goal of this treatment? Do you think
it could cure the cancer?

What will treatment be like? Where will it be done?
How long will it take?

How much will my treatment cost? Will my insurance
cover it?

Will I be OK if the cancer is just removed with
no other treatment?

What side efects could | have from these
treatments?

Will I have a scar? What will it look like?

Is there a clinical trial that might be right for me?
